Here are a few suggestions for 
doing just that. 

Give to a charity. Undesignated monetary donations are not the only way to 
give. Some charities let you choose a specific gift. For example, gifts to the 
Heifer Project provide animals, basic needs, trees, bees, and much more 
to help families around the world attain sustainable livelihoods. Choose to 
help a child by providing toys and clothing. Provide toys to help stock a 
store where low income parents can buy gifts for their children inexpen-
sively. If you can, help out. 

Help your community food bank. There may be many different ways to 
help. Possibilities include sponsoring a meal for a family, donating goods, 
delivering meals, serving meals, organizing donations, and collecting do-
nations.
